A Little Lower than the Angels

Community Group Questions

1) Without ignoring the reality of sin and brokenness (see, for example, verse 2), Psalm 8 is
all about the inherent dignity God has placed on human beings. How has God made us “a
little lower than the angels?” What do you think it means to be “crowned” with “glory and
honor?” If these things are true, how would that shape the way we look at other people?

2) The background of this Psalm is an idea called the Image of God: a concept in the Bible
that says God created each of us as a divine self-portrait, meant to reflect God’s beauty in
the world (see Genesis 1-2). Is this easy for you to see in yourself and other people? Or is it
something that feels a bit more complicated or difficult? Why or why not?

3) Inverse 4, the writer says that God is “mindful” of us. That is, God sees us and takes care
of us. As read the Bible, look at your life, or consider the stories of the people around you,
what are some of the ways you've seen that play out?



Call to Communion

Guidelines for the Reception of Communion

Redeemer welcomes all Christians who are willing to forsake their sin and trust in Jesus Christ
for salvation and who are members of congregations which proclaim the gospel to receive
Communion with us.
