Every 
time I got stuck and did not know what to do next, instead of changing direction or retreating, I asked 
the Holy Spirit for help, and within a day or so, a next step would come to mind. I have long been 
committed to offer my work TO God as a kind of service, but thinking about doing my work WITH God 
(through the Holy Spirit) was a new practice. I do believe it was how we were created to live.

Guidelines for the Reception of Communion

Redeemer welcomes all Christians who are willing to forsake their sin and trust in Jesus Christ 
for salvation and who are members of congregations which proclaim the gospel to receive 
Communion with us.
