The two disciples of Jesus tell him their broken hope about what they had thought
he was going to do (read Luke 24:19-24). Where do you know that feeling of broken
hope?

Where have you seen life not at all match what you had dreamed and wanted? What
does Jesus diagnose as their underlying problem? (Luke 24:25-26) How can we see
that in what they share in 24:19-24°?

Jesus’ solution is to re-narrate the Bible for them to help them see how it all points to
him (read 24:26-27). How is that true? How is it that “all the Scriptures” concern the
Messiah?

How could this close connection between Jesus and Scripture re-shape how we
relate to Scripture? How we relate to Jesus? What should that do to shape how you
participate in Sunday worship? In community group?



Call to Communion

Guidelines for the Reception of Communion

Redeemer welcomes to Communion all Christians who are willing to forsake their sin and trust in
Jesus Christ for salvation and who are members of congregations which proclaim the gospel. We
will be coming forward for the distribution of Communion. Please use the hand sanitizer. You will
receive the bread into your hands and take a cup from the tray. Clear cups (located in the interior
rings) contain grape juice. Red cups (exterior ring of tray) contain wine. Wait to eat the bread and
drink the wine until we all do so together, once we are back in our seats. Children who have been
interviewed by the elders are able to share in Communion.
