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Following the church calendar, we are in ordinary time. Just before his ascension Jesus sent out his disciples to “go
and make disciples of all nations” (Matthew 28). The painted lines on the fabric map out a section of the Middle
East, including Israel and surrounding countries. They can remind us of the story that Jesus began in his time with
his disciples—one of lifelong faith and trust that God will work through us wherever we go.

Guidelines for the Reception of Communion

Redeemer welcomes to Communion all Christians who are willing to forsake their sin and trust in
Jesus Christ for salvation and who are members of congregations which proclaim the gospel. We
will be coming forward for the distribution of Communion.
